(1) All the CRs were approved without any change. 

 

(2)  CT plenary has the decision that for the CT wide WI, the CT WI acronyms will be used for every working group, rather than a WG suffixed WI is used (i.e. we will use voE_UTRAN_PPD-CT, rather than voE_UTRAN_PPD-CT3). MCC will fix the approved CR which does not align this rule in this plenary.

 

(3)  CP-150141 (Correction of reference) was approved by CT plenary; the reference is changed to Rel-11 TS 29.161 because of the withdrawn of Rel-12 TS 29.161. 

 

(4)  Based on the comments of Alain, CP-150137 (WID on Extended Overload Control for PCC based Diameter applications) has been revised to CP-150194 before the meeting, the main change is updating the acronym to "cDOCME_PCC" and adding UID of "670021", CP-150194 was approved by plenary.

 

(5)  For TS 29.217 Version 2.0.3, people has the comments that Np interface is only used to transfer the congestion information to the PCRF, and there’s no policy control over Np interface, so the current title of the specification is not proper, and the original title proposed by the WID was more appropriate. Most people also believe it’s better to have an appropriate title before the TS is approved by the plenary. 

At last, CT Plenary decided to send TS 29.217 back to CT3 to have a better title, and TS 29.217 v2.0.3 shall be used as a basis version for next CT3 meeting.

 

(6)  CP-150166 (Hanging paragraphs) was discussed and will be sent to SA plenary for approval, we should avoid hanging paragraphs in our specifications.

 

(7)  CP-150167 (Tdoc and CR status values) was discussed and will be sent to SA plenary for approval, if approved by SA plenary, all the TSGs/WGs shall follow this guidance to use proper status values for the contributions, and 3GU will also be updated accordingly.

Based on this guidance, we should use “withdrawn” rightly in the future. If a contribution is not discussed in the meeting, this contribution can be withdrawn; however, if a CR has been discussed, this CR can’t be “withdrawn”, it can only be other status (e.g. “postponed” or “rejected”).

 

(8)  CP-150168 (Use of multiple WI codes on CRs) was discussed and will be sent to SA plenary for approval. We should use WI code rightly:

a)      Use one WI code;

b)     If the changes are related to two WI codes, to use separate CR for each work item, showing only the changes that specifically relate to that work item in each;

c)      Use TEIx plus another WI code as we have used before.

 

(9)  CT Plenary agreed and gave guidance to CT Working Groups that the FASMO rules should apply from now on for Rel-12 CRs. This FASMO rule should be strictly and firmly followed by all CT WGs.

(FASMO = Frequent and Serious Mis-operation)
