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1. Introduction
3GPP TS 29.217 v2.0.3 has been sent to 3GPP CT #67 meeting (March 2015) for approval. During the meeting, people have the concern on the TS title “Policy and Charging Control over Np Reference Point”, as “Policy and Charging Control” is not very appropriate to represent the functionality in the TS. At last, CT plenary decided to send TS 29.217 back to CT3 to determine a more appropriate title for this Technical Specification.
2. Reason for Change
So far the functionality in 3GPP TS 29.217 v2.0.3 includes:
-
Reporting the RUCI from the RCAF to the PCRF;
-
Provisioning the Reporting Restriction from the PCRF to the RCAF;
-
The User Equipment (UE) mobility between RCAFs;
-
The removal of the UE context in the RCAF.
In summary, the functionality over Np reference point includes RUCI reporting and corresponding control (by the PCRF) to the RUCI reporting behaviour. 
Furthermore, by checking the potential impact on the RCAF when introducing Solution 7 “Informing the 3rd party about potential network issues” in 3GPP TR 23.708 (AESE stage 2 TR conclusion), it’s clear that the RCAF’s functionality is determined only for RUCI reporting and will not be extended due to the AESE use cases.
3. Proposal

It’s suggested for the group to discuss and accept the following proposal for the title of 3GPP TS 29.217:

Proposal: Entitle 3GPP TS 29.217 as “Policy and Charging Control: Congestion Reporting over Np reference point”.
