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	Reason for change:
	As per the approved S2-151111 at 3GPP SA2 #108, when the MSC server receives the conference related events, it should inform the UE of the events. So the relative description in TS 24.292 in stage 3 should align with that description in stage 2.

When the remote party leaves the conference, and if the MSC has subscribed to the conference events, then after the MSC server receives the notification that remote party has left the party, the MSC server should send Disconnect message to the UE which is connecting to the MSC server, with a transaction identifier corresponding to a remote party who has left the conference.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	When MSC receives the notification from IMS that a specific remote party has left the conference, the MSC server should send Disconnect message to the UE with an established conference, with a transaction identifier corresponding to a remote party who has left the conference.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The procedure described in stage 2 is not specified in stage 3 specifications and thus might lead wrong implementations and interoperability problems.
