TSSF discovery


Domain Name System (DNS) [y] interfaces are typically not included in architecture diagrams or described as reference points. For the TSSF discovery, DNS interactions can take place between the PCRF and the TSSF. If the PCRF does not have TSSF address information (i.e. provided by preconfiguration or other protocol configuration options), DNS queries can be carried out before the creation of resources by the PCRF. The input parameters could be TSSF identity preconfigured at the PCRF.
