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1. Overall Description:

CT3 thanks SA5 for their liaison (C3-153019/S5-153255) on OCS address for Gy inter-PLMN. 
CT3 has discussed the issue of Home OCS address under the circumstances where this Home OCS address is not known by the VPLMN (e.g. S9 not used and no available static Address). From CT3 point of view, in the roaming scenario of visited network (local breakout), both the V-PCRF and the PCEF in the VPLMN can be aware of the subscriber identity within Subscription-Id AVP transmitted over the Gx reference point. In case that Home OCS address is not known by the VPLMN, there are two possible solutions for the PCEF to obtain the Home OCS domain realm information:
1. If the V-PCRF has locally stored the Home OCS domain realm information in the previous interaction with the  H-PCRF, then the V-PCRF transmits the Home OCS domain information within Charging-Information AVP to the PCEF over Gx reference point;
2. Otherwise, if the PCEF in the VPLMN does not receive the Home OCS domain realm information from the V-PCRF, then it depends on the PCEF implementation to determine the Home OCS domain realm information (e.g. derived from subscriber identity).
Both of the above solutions have no impact on the existing Gx reference point.

CT3 kindly asks SA5 to take the above consideration into account and review whether the suggested solutions can fulfil the requirements for the key issue of Home OCS address in the roaming case. 
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
