For the DRA mechanism, routing of Diameter messages from a network element towards the right Diameter realm in a PLMN is based on standard Diameter realm-based routing, as specified in IETF RFC 3588 [14] using the UE-NAI domain part. 

To establish the session of the Nt reference point, no specific UE information is involved. Therefore, for simplicity, we propose to select the PCRF based on the operator policy.
