The tdf-application-identifier is of type string. It references the application detection filter defined at the TSSF. 
When a combination of PCEF/TDF with traffic steering control feature and TSSF is deployed, the PCRF shall use the same tdf-application-identifier as the TDF-Application-Identifier AVP defined in the Gx/Sd interface to reference the same application detection filter. Otherwise, the PCRF shall be configured to combine the tdf-application-identifier with the TDF-Application-Identifier AVP defined in the Gx/Sd interface to reference the same application detection filter.
