Justification

It has been observed past and current use cases for which a service or applicative needs is tried to be expressed beyond a SIP message (request or response).

Indeed, SIP messages framework does not always provide the required granularity to enable the most appropriate behavior of the receiving entity (e.g. UE, AS, P-CSCF…).
In the past, the Reason header field (defined in RFC 3326) has been extended to be able to convey useful information for implementations as in the following examples:

· Reason header extension for preemption (RFC 4411) => to be used in BYE request,
· Reason header extension for release-cause (CR#5612 to TS.24.229) => to be used in CANCEL and BYE requests,
· Reason header extension for Q.850 cause codes (RFC 6432) => to be added in SIP responses at the interworking with BICC/ISUP protocols
Currently, we can see emergence of new needs to provide some additional service or application oriented indications for which using the Reason header seems to be the more appropriate approach.

Instead of case by case solutions, the purpose of this work item is to define a generic and flexible solution for the Reason header field extension.

Addressing different needs by using a single and consistent mechanism will avoid fragmentation in implementations and possible interoperability issues, overlap or side effects.
4
Objective

The objective of this work item is to define the new extensions of the SIP Reason header field enabling mechanisms by which the core network or UEs can provide a better view on what happened or which need is expressed when sending a request or response. 
Any extension of the Reason header field will be discussed within this WID in order to keep a global consistency on the header usages and to take decisions concerning the way it is extended and in which standardization body (3GPP or IETF) with the good view on the benefit it could be for all 3GPP requirements.
In particular, this work item will address the Reason header extension to be used in SIP failure responses.
Modifications of existing procedures are not part of this work item and would be covered in other work items.
