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1. Overall Description:
In their LS, SA4 informed CT3 that SA4 would like to understand any QoS handling guidelines and to receive any QCI recommendations to be used for the communication of CLUE messages over the DTLS/SCTP data transport channel.

CT3 would like the inform SA4 about the QCI value that will be assigned to any data channels according to the standardized mapping of SDP in 3GPP TS 29.213 that typically will yield QCI 2:
According to IETF draft-ietf-mmusic-sctp-sdp-17, data channels are described using an SDP m-line with media type "application".
According to TS 29.213, Table 6.3.1, media type "application" is mapped to QCI values 1 or 2. The final QCI value will depend on the value of SSID (speech/unknown). If the PCRF is not able to determine the SSID, it should use the QCI value 2 that corresponds to SSID unknown. However, this mapping can be superseded by unstandardised operator-specific, codec-specific, MPS-specific or GCS-specific algorithms.
