When the content provider wishes to receive notifications from the BM-SC, as described in clause 5.2.1, it shall provide a push notification URL at which it will accept system, service, and session related notifications. The URL shall be an HTTP over TLS URL. Using this URL, the BM-SC shall send notifications via push delivery to the content provider. The BM-SC shall use HTTP POST method to send notifications to the content provider. The content of the notification message shall be provided as part of the body part of the POST message and shall be based on the JSON schema of the notification resource as described in clause 5.2.4.
