scenario x Customized Alerting Tones (CAT) scenario

In Customized Alerting Tones (CAT) scenario, there will be a chage of the service that the AF service session belongs to during the lifetime in a call. There could be only one Rx session for different AF services, which one Gx session is used to be binded with. 
3GPP TS 24.182 has defined the scenario for Customized Alerting Tones. The UE will initial two sessions to the MRF and the terminating UE, and the called party will be changed when the terminating UE has answered the call.

In this scenario, the PCRF have no information to separate the two parties similar to the multiparty call scenario. Thus, the PCRF will generate the same charging key for both CAT and voice call. As described in bearer binding mechanism, the Bearer Binding Function (BBF) located at the PCEF will evaluate whether it is possible to use one of the existing IP-CAN bearers that has the same QoS class identifier and ARP. If the QoS informations are the same for the two parties, the operator could not measure the volume of the CAT and the call.
