c..making the policy rule provided to the  SMF.

enabling the PFDF management by the 3rd party application.
e.
supporting to negotiate the background data transfer policy with the 3rd party AS.
f.
implementing a Front End to access subscription information relevant for policy decisions in a User Data Repository (UDR) including dynamic profile updates pushed by the UDR.

g.
traffic Steering Control for steering traffic for the services on the DN side of the N6 reference point,
NOTE 1:
The existing PCC framework is applicable to PDU sessions of IP Type only.

Editor's note:
How the PCC framework applies to PDU sessions other than IP Type is FFS. Also, where IP-CAN is used, may need to update per 5G terminology.

5G policy framework shall provide following extensions to the PCC framework defined in TS 23.203 [44] including:

a.
provide Access and Mobility Management related policies to the AMPEF.

b.
take input from Network Data Analytics (NWDA) into consideration for policies on assignment of network resources and for traffic steering policie.
Editor's note:
How to enforce the access and mobility policy when interfacing with PCF is FFS in stage 2.
c.
support the 5G QoS mechanism defined in subclause 5.9.
d.
support the PCF discovery and selection based on the interwork with the NRF.

For the roaming scearnio, the 5G policy framework shall support to negotiate the Access and Mobility Management related policies between the V-PCF and H-PCRF.
Editor's note:
The need for the 5G policy framework supports to negotiate the sessin management related policies between the V-PCF and H-PCRF in visited access roaming scenario is FFS. Resolution of this editor's note also depends on feedback from GSMA in stage 2.
