Procedure of change the chargable party at session set up or during the session procedure.
This procedure is used by an SCS/AS to either request to sponsor the traffic from the beginning or may request to become the chargeable party at a later point in time via the T8 interface.

When the SCS/AS sends an HTTP POST message to the SCEF to request QoS authorization, the SCS/AS may include the indication of enabling sponsored data connectivity in the message. When the SCEF receives HTTP POST message, the SCEF shall notify the PCRF as defined in 3GPP TS 29.214 [x]. After the SCEF receives the response from the PCRF, the SCEF shall send response to the SCS/AS.
The SCS/AS may send an HTTP PATCH meesage to request to disable or enable the sponsored data connectivity by including the corresponding indication later. When the SCEF receives HTTP POST message, the SCEF shall notify the PCRF as defined in 3GPP TS 29.214 [x]. After the SCEF receives the response from the PCRF, the SCEF shall send response to the SCS/AS.
