	There is one editor’s note for PFDF discovery in the combination mode. Since the combination mode provides a way to extend the pull mode to have the ability to satisfy different need of PFD push from 3rd party despite of the caching time used in the 3GPP network, it should not be a concern to have the PFDF URI statically configured in the PCEF/TDF even in the combination mode (PCEF also needs to configure default caching time). 
Pushing the PFDF URI to the PCEF/TDF doesn’t seem to have obvious benefit comparing to the locally configuration in the PCEF/TDF.
