Requirements for Network Capability Exposure of 5G System
It shall be possible to support internal network exposure between NFs described in subclasue 5.3 of 3GPP TS 23.502 [3].
It shall be possible to support external service and capability exposure of network functions through NEF, including monitoring capability, provisioning capability and policy/charging capability.

It shall be possible to transfer onformation related to service capability exposure between the PCF and the AF via an NEF.
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
