Procedures for resource management of background data transfer
This procedure is used by an SCS/AS to perform the resource management of background data transfer to a set of UEs, i.e. the SCS/AS requests a time window and related conditions from the SCEF via the T8 interface.

The SCS/AS shall send an HTTP POST message to the SCEF to negotiate the transfer policy. When receiving the HTTP POST message, the SCEF shall negotiate the transfer policy with the PCRF as defined in 3GPP TS 29.154 [x]. When receiving the response including the determined transfer policy(s) from the PCRF, the SCEF shall send an HTTP response to the SCS/AS.

If more than one policies are included in the response, the SCS/AS shall send an HTTP POST message to notify the SCEF of the transfer policy selected by the SCS/AS. When receiving the HTTP POST message, the SCEF shall send an HTTP response to the SCS/AS and notify the PCRF as defined in 3GPP TS 29.154 [x].
