Reflective QoS
5.9.5.1
General

The reflective QoS is achieved by creating a derived QoS rule in the UE based on the received downlink traffic. It shall be possible to apply reflective QoS and non-reflective QoS concurrently within the same PDU session. For traffic that is subject to reflective QoS, the UL packet gets the same QoS marking as the reflected DL packet.
5.9.5.2
Provisioning of authorized Reflective QoS per service data flow
When the PCF determines that the reflective QoS is applied to a service data flow, the PCF shall include the Reflective QoS Indication (RQI) in the corresponding policy rule and provide the policy rule to the SMF.

  A RQ Timer that is either signaled to the UE upon PDU Session establishment or pre-configured at the UE is used to control the UE to remove the derived QoS rule in stage 2.
