Network Function Service Procedures

This clause will analyse the Network Function Service Procedures related to the Network Capability Exposure of the 5G system.
7.4.1
General

The external exposure network exposes the 3GPP network capabilities to the application consumers via NEF by providing a set of NEF service operations, such as for the monitoring capability, provisioning capability or policy/charging capability.

7.4.2.1
Nnef_EventExposure_subs
This service operation is used by the AS to subscribe a new monitoring event at the NEF including subscriber permanent identifier, monitoring event type and the parameters for the specific event. 
The NEF shall send the response to the AS with operation execution result indication and the first corresponding event report if available.
7.4.2.2
Nnef_EventExposure_unsubs
This service operation is used by the AS to delete a existing monitoring event at the NEF including subscriber permanent identifier, monitoring event type and the parameters for the specific event. The NEF shall send the response to the AS with operation execution result indication.
7.4.2.3
Nnef_EventExposure_notif
This service operation is used by the NEF to notify the AS the monitoring event reporting including the subscriber permanent identifier and corresponding event report. 
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
