Procedures for resource management of background data transfer
This procedure is used by an SCS/AS to perform the resource management of background data transfer to a set of UEs, i.e. the SCS/AS requests a time window and related conditions from the SCEF via the T8 interface.

The SCS/AS shall send an HTTP PUT message to the SCEF to negotiate the transfer policy. The body of the HTTP PUT message shall include SCS/AS Identifier, Volume per UE (total volume for both DL and UL or separate volume for DL and/or UL), Number of UEs, Desired Time Window and optionally a geographic area information. When receiving the HTTP PUT message, the SCEF shall authorize the SCS/AS and start transfer policy negotiation by mapping the received information on T8 interface to the information on Nt interface (as defined in 3GPP TS 29.154 [9]) as follows:
-
The SCS/AS Identifier is mapped to Application-Service-Provider-Identity AVP;

-
Volume per UE is mapped to CC-Output-Octets AVP for downlink volume and/or the CC-Input-Octets AVP for uplink volume, or the CC-Total-Octets AVP for total volume regardless direction;
-
Number of UEs is mapped to Number-Of-UEs AVP;

-
Desired Time Window is mapped to Time-Window AVP; and
-
if received, the geographic area information is mapped to Network-Area-Info-List AVP.
When receiving the response including the determined transfer policy(s) from the PCRF, the SCEF shall send an HTTP response to the SCS/AS with a corresponding status code and may include Reference ID and a set of transfer policies. 
If more than one policies are included in the HTTP response, the SCS/AS shall send an HTTP PATCH message to notify the SCEF of the transfer policy selected by the SCS/AS. The body of the HTTP PATCH message shall include the selected transfer policy. When receiving the HTTP PATCH message, the SCEF shall send an HTTP response to the SCS/AS with a corresponding status code and notify the PCRF as defined in 3GPP TS 29.154 [9]. 
NOTE:
The SCS/AS can modify the selected transfer policy at any time by sending an HTTP PATCH message if more than one policies were received.
