Non-IP Data Delivery Procedure
This procedure is used by an SCS/AS to support the Non-IP Data Delivery via SCEF. It performs the NIDD configuration via the T8 interface. It also includes the mobile terminated (MT) and mobile originated (MO) communication with UEs via the T8 interface.
The SCS/AS shall initial requests to the SCEF for a NIDD configuration creation, a NIDD configuration modification, or a NIDD configuration cancel. Upon receipt of the corresponding messages from the SCS/AS,  the SCEF shall perform the NIDD configuration procedure defined in 3GPP TS 23.682 [2] and shall send an acknowledgement to the SCS/AS.
NOTE 1:
The SCS/AS can include optional MT non-IP data together with the NIDD configuration information in creation or modification cases.

The SCS/AS shall send the request to the SCEF for MT non-IP data delivery. Upon receipt of the request, the SCEF shall perform the MT non-IP data delivery procedure as defined in 3GPP TS 23.682 [2]. The SCEF shall send an response to the SCS/AS to report the delivery result of the MT non-IP data, when the delivery result is available. Otherwise, the SCEF shall confirm the receipt of the request with a response, and proactively send a delivery result report of the MT non-IP data to the SCS/AS later when the delivery result becomes available at the SCEF.
The SCEF shall send a request to the SCS/AS for MO non-IP data delivery. When receiving the request, the SCS/AS shall acknowledge the request with the proper response.
The procedure may be performed using either HTTP 2.0 or HTTP 1.1. Refer to the subclause 5.3x NIDD API for the details of the resource URLs, the HTTP methods, the HTTP response codes, and etc.
