Event triggers handling by SMF
The SMF performs event trigger detection. When an event matching the a subscribed event trigger occurs, the SMF shall report the occurred event to the PCF by using the Nsmf_EventExposure service. 
The event triggers define the conditions when the SMF shall interact again with PCF after an PDU session establishment. 
Editor's note:
It is FFS that event triggers that are required in procedures shall be unconditionally reported from the SMF.
The PCF subscribes to new event triggers or remove armed event triggers from the SMF using the Npcf_SMPolicyControl service (if applicable). If the provided event triggers are associated with certain parameter values then the SMF shall include those values in the response back to the PCF. Event triggers are associated with all rules at the SMF of an PDU session. It shall be possible for the SMF to react on the event triggers. As described in 3GPP TS 23.501 [2], the event triggers defined in subclause 6.1.4 in 3GPP TS 23.203 [4] are reused except QoS change exceeding authorization and traffic mapping information change.

Whether the event trigger related to NBIFOM, 3GPP PS Data Off, SRVCC and Location change (serving cell) is supported or not is FFS.
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
