PFD removal in the PCEF/TDF
The PCEF/TDF maintains PFDs per application identifier. During normal operation, besides explicit PFD deletion request received from the PFDF, when the PCEF/TDF removes the last PCC/ADC rule that refers to the corresponding application identifier, or when the caching timer expires and no PCC/ADC rule refers to the application identifier, the PCEF/TDF may remove all PFDs related with the application identifier.

The caching timer is applicable for the PCEF/TDF in both Pull mode only and Combination mode.
