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1. Overall Description:

CT WG3 is responsible to specify the stage 3 encoding for the Nnwdaf_Analytics_Info service with stage 2 in TS 23.502, clause 5.2.11.3.

There, the following is specified:

5.2.11.3.2
Nnwdaf_Analytics_Info_Request service operation

…

Description: the consumer requests NWDAF operator specific analytics.
…
5.2.11.3.3
Nnwdaf_Analytics_Info_Response service operation

…
Description: the NWDAF returns to the consumer the requested operator specific analytics.
…
CT WG3 suspects that those two service operations describe a request-response message pair of one operation following the Request/Response pattern. Another possible interpretation could be that Nnwdaf_Analytics_Info_Response is a separate operation but following the Subscribe/Notify pattern.

CT WG3 currently understands that the Nnwdaf_Analytics_Info service is used by the NF service consumer (PCF) to request operator specific analytics and the NWDAF returns to the consumer the requested operator specific analytics. Whether Nnwdaf_Analytics_Info_Request and Nnwdaf_Analytics_Info_Response are one pair of request and response messages, or they are two separate request-response message pairs is important to guide the work.
