Event triggers handling by AMF
The PCF may subscribe the event trigger to the AMf by invoking the Namf_EventExposure_Subscribe service operation. When an event matching an armed event trigger occurs, the AMF shall report the occurred event to the PCF by using the Namf_EventExposure_Notifiy service operation.

Event triggers defines the conditions when the AMF shall interact again with PCF after a UE context establishment. Event triggers defined in table 6.1.3.5.-2 of 3GPP TS 23.503 [66] apply to the 3GPP access type.
NOTE: Definition of Namf_EventExposure service is out of CT3 scope.

Editor’s note: Event triggers applicable to the non-3GPP access type are FFS in stage 2.
