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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution aims to discuss the usage of the TTRI field in the T8 APIs. It also explains how to normalize the TTRI field in the specific T8 APIs defined in TS 29.122.
Usage of the TTRI in T8 API
Stage 2 defines the T8 Transaction Reference ID (TTRI) as a common parameter applicable to many applications as defined below:

· T8 Transaction Reference ID (TTRI) is a parameter which refers to transactions (e.g. Set Chargeable Party Request followed by Set Chargeable Party Response, NIDD Submit, etc.) between the SCEF and the SCS/AS when using T8 interface. The transactions consist of one request message followed by one or more response messages. It is created by the originator of the transaction, and is unique through the duration of the transaction. It is stored on both the SCEF and the SCS/AS for the duration of the transaction. 

In the CT3#91 session, it was agreed to keep the TTRI as a field in the T8 model, and use it as a correlation of a request and a signle reply. 
Besides the above agreement, it was also agreed to use the TTRI as a sub resource id to identify a transaction under a T8 resource, for example a signle downlink data chunk in NIDD.
However, the TTRI has other scenarios besides the above two use cases in the T8 interface. The TTRI can also be used to correlate the following notifications or reports triggered by one request:
· In the Mornitoring Event Procedure, several subsequent notifications may be reported to the SCS/AS, due to a Monitoring Event Subscription from the SCS/AS. In those notification requests, the TTRI which is assigned by the SCS/AS in the Monitoring Event Subscription request shall be included.
· In the Device Trigger Procedure, one or several subsequent reports are reported to the SCS/AS regarding the final state of the device trigger. Those reports shall include the same TTRI which is assigned by the SCS/AS in the Device Trigger request.

Proposal: The TTRI is used for correlation of a request with one or more notifications. For notifications, the same TTRI used in the corresponding request shall be included in the notification requests for correlation purposes. It is proposed that CT3 takes this into consideration in TS 29.122.
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
