Roaming scenarios


For a subscriber roaming in a visited PLMN, the H-PCF shall provide access and mobility management related policy, UE policies and subscribed the applicable event triggers to V-PCF via the N24 interface. The V-PCF shall authorize the received policy and event trigger based on the roaming agreement and local policy and then provide to the AMF.

In LBO roaming, the H-PCF that provides access and mobility management related policy and UE policies subscribes to AMF related events via the V-PCF. The V-PCF provides access mobility management policies, UE policies and session management policies in the VPLMN. The V-PCF subscribes AMF related events in the AMF and session related events in the SMF as in the non-roaming case.

In HR roaming, the H-PCF that provides the access and mobility management related policy and UE policies to the V-PLMN subscribes to AMF related events via the V-PCF. The H-PCF that handles the session related policies subscribes all the events via the H-SMF.
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
