3PTY conference
-
Communication HOLD (HOLD)
-
Communication Waiting (CW)
CT3 has agreed on the requirement on PCRF to be able to identify the above services information so as to perform volume based charging. Accordingly IMS entities should be able to convey service level informations to PCRF to faciliate PCRF to identify the service information.

2. Reason for Change

The requirements on CT1 part regarding volume based charging is still missing in 3GPP TR 29.827.

Requirements analysis and assumptions for CT1


In order to support the volume based charging for IMS, all the IMS scenarios as described in clause 4 should be supported. The requirements for CT1 have been identified: 
1)
The P-CSCF shall be able to identify from the SIP signalling that the CAT service is to be used so that the P-CSCF can provide a CAT service indication to PCRF;

2)
The P-CSCF shall be able to identify from the SIP signalling that the 3PTY conference service is to be used so that the P-CSCF can provide a 3PTY conference service indication to PCRF.
