CAPIF avoids duplication and inconsistency of approaches between different API specifications, 3GPP TS 23.222 [6] considers a framework that includes common aspects applicable to any northbound service API.
This specification defines CAPIF core services.

Figure 4.2-1 illustrates the CAPIF functional model. 
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Figure 4.1-1: CAPIF Functional Model
The CAPIF core function provides CAPIF APIs to the API invoker over CAPIF-1 and CAPIF-1e. The API exposing function provides the service APIs to the API invoker over CAPIF-2 and CAPIF-2e. 
Therefore:
· CAPIF-1/1e provides generic aspects for the different service APIs existing at the API exposing function (AEF);
· CAPIF-2/2e exposes service specific functionalities to the API invoker, which are standardized in the related SBA interface specification.
NOTE 1:
The AEF provides the service specific functionalities, which can be Nnef and/or T8 services among others. These specific functionalities are out of scope of this specification.
