Functional elements

4.3.1
NEF

The Network Exposure Function (NEF) is a functional element that supports fuctionalities of exposure of capabilities and events, secure provision of information of intermation from external application to 3GPP network, transaltion of internal-external information, receipt of information from other NFs and a PFD function.
The NEF shall securely expose network capabilities and events provided by 3GPP NFs to e.g. the 3rd party, AFs, Edge Computing.
The NEF shall provide a means for the AF to securely provide information to 3GPP network and may authenticate and authorize and assist in throttling the AF.

The NEF shall translate the information between internal interface(s) and external interface.
The NEF shall support receiving information from other network functions (based on exposed capabilities of other network functions). It may act as a Front End (i.e. NEF-FE) to a Unified Data Repository (UDR) to store the received information as structured data. The stored information can be accessed and "re-exposed" by the NEF to other network functions and Application Functions, and used for other purposes such as analytics.
The NEF shal support a PFD Function which may store and retrieve PFD(s) in the UDR and shall provide PFD(s) to the SMF on the request of SMF (pull mode) or on the request of PFD management from NEF (push mode).

A specific NEF instance may support one or more of the functionalities described above and consequently an individual NEF may support a subset of the APIs specified for capability exposure.
NOTE:
The NEF can access the UDR located in the same PLMN as the NEF.
