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This is a summary of CT#79 Plenary meeting in relation to CT3 aspects,

1. All CT3 CRs were approved. CP-180056 that was sent to the Plenary as a separate package for eVoLP-CT Work Item due to incorrect file in the zip folder was also approved.

2. CP-180051 WID on Policy and Charging for Volume Based Charging was approved.

3. CP-180114 WID on Common API Framework for 3GPP Northbound APIs provided by Samsung was revised into CP-180151 to add NTT DoCoMo as supporting company and include the TS number for the new Technical Specifications. This version was approved.

4. CP-180093 endorsed WID on CT aspects on 5G System was revised into CP-180152 to include the new TS numbers. This version was approved.

5. CP-180094, CP-180096 and CP-180097 CT3 endorsed WIDs for 5GS_Ph1-IMSo5G, eSPECTRE and MONASTERY respectively were approved.
6. CP-180095 CT3 endorsed WID bSRVCC-MT was revised into CP-180153 to remove “-“ from the WI acronym. Related CRs were updated accordingly.

7. CP-180053 TS 29.122 sent for information was noted without comments.
