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1. Overall Description:
SA3 thanks CT1 for their liaison statements on “LS on SoR mechanism” (S3-181477/ C1-182490).
As mentioned in the previous LS from SA3 (S3-180998/ C1-182159) on this topic, SA3 recommends not to include any SoR signalling in the authentication procedure, so option A is excluded. Therefore, SA3 considers that option B (Use of USIM configuration) is more suitable. For option B, SA3 recommends to have an explicit indication in the USIM for SoR indication.
SA3 would like to indicate to CT1 that, SA3 needs to work further on the security aspects of the CT1 agreed SoR mechanism. Therefore, SA3 would like to request CT1, to update SA3 once CT1 agrees on the SoR mechanism.
