Session rules
4.2.6.2.1
Overview
The PCF may perform an operation on a single session rule by including the corresponding attributes within the SessionRule data structure and SmPoliciesDecision data structure if applicable::

-
To install or modify an session rule, the PCF shall provision an assigned identifier of this session rule within the "sessRuleId" attribute as a key of an entry of the "sessRules" attribute and set the applicable attribute(s) as below in this subclause.
-
To remove an session rule which has previously been provisioned by the PCF, the PCF shall provision the identifier of this session rule within the "sessRuleId" attribute as the key of an entry of "sessRules" attribute and "Null" as value of the entry of "sessRules" attribute.
In order to install a new session rule, the PCF shall further set other attributes within the SessionRule data structure as follows:

may include the authorized session AMBR within the "authSessAmbr" attribute;
-
may include the authorized authorized default QoS within the "authDefaultQoS" attribute;;

-
may include one reference to the UsageMonitoringData policy decision data type within the "refUmData" attribute. In this case, a "umDecs" attribute containing the corresponding Usage Monitoring data policy decisions shall be included in SmPoliciesDecision data structure if it has been provided; and
-
 may include one reference to the ConditionData data type within the "refCondData" attribute. In this case, a "conds" attribute containing the corresponding Condition Data shall be included in SmPoliciesDecision data structure if it has been provided;

In order to modify an existing session rule, the PCF shall set other attributes within the SessionRule data structure as follows:
-
If the PCF needs to modify the attribute(s) except the reference(s) to the usage monitoring decision data and/or condition data, the PCF shall include the modified attributes(s) with the new value(s). If the PccRule data structure has has the attributes which are also included in the new policy decision data, the existing attributes shall be overwritten. Any attribute in the existing PccRule data structure not included in the new one shall remain valid.
-
If the PCF needs to modify the reference(s) to the policy decision data (e.g. usage monitoring decision data)  and/or Condition Data, the PCF shall include complete list of the references to the policy decision data and/or condition data. The SMF shall override the existing references of this session rule with the new provided references. If the corresponding policy decision data and/or condition data referred by the modified session rule have not been provisioned yet, the PCF shall within the SmPoliciesDecision data structure include policy decision data and/or condition data within the corresponding attribute(s).
-
If the PCF only needs to modify the usage monitoring decision data which one or more session rules refer to,  the PCF shall provision the identifier of this decision data within the “umId" attribute as the key of an entry of "umDecs" attribute of the SmPoliciesDecision. And within the UsageMonitoringData data structure, the PCF shall provide the modified attribute with the new value.

-
If the PCF only needs to modify the condition decision data which one or more session rules refer to,  the PCF shall provision the identifier of this condition data within the “conId" attribute as the key of an entry of "conds" attribute of the SmPoliciesDecision. And within the CondtionData data structure, the PCF shall provide the modified attribute with the new value. 
The PCF may combine multiple of the above session rule operations in a single message, but these is only one session rule is active.
