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1. Overall Description:

3GPP recently approved a new working item to specify multi-device solutions that are missing in 3GPP. In particular, one of the objectives is to have a consistent user experience when the user uses these services.
Among multi-device requirements, it is requested that if a call makes multiple legs with devices due to multi-devices alerting and has been answered by one of the devices, there shall not be notification of a missed call on the cancelled legs devices.

This point has been addressed:

· in 3GPP TS 24.229 for SIP signalling by adding a particular Reason header in the SIP CANCEL request, and 

· in 3GPP TS 24.008 for NAS signalling by adding the cause value “13” (Call Completed Elsewhere) to be inserted in the DISCONNECT.

This point is not yet addressed in ISUP signalling for CS domain.
Question: 3GPP TSG CT WG3 asks ITU-T SG11 to consider updating ITU-T Recommendation Q.850 to address the requirement by creating a new Q.850 cause with value 13 (Call Completed Elsewhere) or to provide a guideline on the existing Q.850 cause value which could be used for that purpose.
