· Company contribution on NAPS-CT, CP-182203, was approved.

With all that, no further action was required to rapporteurs. MCC takes the control of the publication of the Technical Specifications.

CP-182204 endorsed WID on CT aspects on 5G System was revised into CP-182226 to include the new (non-CT3) TS number. This version was approved.

CP-182109 endorsed WIDs for MuD was revised into CP-182227 to include the new (non-CT3) TS number. This version was approved.

Recommendations on API specification and API version number maintenance in CP-182196 were discussed and the Reply was provided in CP-182239. Main important issues for our consideration:

· Acceptance on having a single CR per API to update the API version number for the Plenary.

· Acceptance on having a freezing date for API specifications three months later after the freeze of stage 3.

· Still CT considers useful to keep the yaml file to keep separate evolution from the TS. The process to keep this file needs to be defined by the WG with the help of MCC.

· ExternalDoc field is again required based on previous bullet.

· Acceptance on the followed process for the TS rapporteurs to provide the draft TSs for the Plenary and allow CTx companies to identify issues and provide company CRs to the Plenary.

· Further consideration is required on removing the Release field from the versioning pattern. Justification from the WGs is required to keep it.

· Acceptance of having a homogenous versioning handling for all APIs, not only 5G APIs. For Rel-15, our current approach of referring to CT4 5G TSs is valid. However, we need to consider the possibility of documenting this handling outside 5G specifications in future releases.

To give more time for WGs to generate draft TSs and identify corrections after the CTx meetings in November, it was agreed to change the submission date for CT#82 to Thursday, December the 6th.
