If the PCF observes the event(s) for which an NF service consumer has subscribed to, the PCF shall send an HTTP POST request with "{notifUri}" as previously provided by the NF service consumer within the corresponding subscription as URI and PcrfEventExposureNotification data structure as request body that shall include:

Notification correlation ID as provided by the NF service consumer during the subscription as "notifId" attribute; and

information about the observed event(s) within the "eventNotifs" attribute that shall contain for each observed event an "EventNotification" data structure that shall include:

1.
the Event Trigger as "event" attribute;
2.

for an access type change:

new access type as "accType" attribute;

for a PLMN Change:

new PLMN as "plmnId" attribute;

4.
the time at which the event was observed encoded as "timeStamp" attribute;

If the NF service consumer cannot successfully fulfil the received HTTP POST request due to the internal error or due to the error in the HTTP POST request, the NF service consumer shall send the HTTP error response as specified in subclause 5.7.

Upon the reception of the HTTP POST request with "{notifUri}" as URI and an PcrfEventExposureNotification data structure as request body, the NF shall send an "204 No Content" HTTP response for a succesfull processing.
