Provisioning of PFDs ("Push mode")
The PFDF may provision, update or remove one or multiple PFDs associated with application identifier(s) to the PCEF/TDF.

Before the provisioning, the PCEF/TDF shall initiate an HTTP GET message to a notification URL and indicate the acceptance of text/event-stream MIME type to the PFDF.When a provisioning/update/removal for an application identifier is received from the SCEF, the PFDF may immediately send to the PCEF/TDF an HTTP response message or wait (indicated by the received allowed delay of the affected application identifier(s)) to aggregate all PFD changes for certain application(s). The HTTP response message indicates the text/event-stream MIME type for the content, the application identifier(s) and its corresponding action (add/update/delete), and optionally a timer for each application indicating the maximum time that the PCEF/TDF is allowed to postpone the subsequent operation. The PFDF also indicates that the connection will be closed in the HTTP response message and may propose a connection retry delay.
The PCEF/TDF shall re-establish the connection at the expiration of the connection retry delay and send a new HTTP GET message to the notification URL to the PFDF for receiving any subsequent event when the PFDF receives change of PFDs, and perform the following subsequent operation in a separate HTTP connection: 
-
For add or update action, the PCEF/TDF shall, either immediately (i.e. no timer received) or within the indicated timer, fetch the PFDs for the affected application identifier(s) as described in subclause 5.4.1.
-
For delete action, the PCEF/TDF shall delete the PFDs indicated for the affected application identifier(s) regardless of whether the timer was received.
The PFDF shall send only one event data for the purpose of event notification per HTTP response and an event id associated with the event data. The PFDF shall keep track of the last event id in the subsequent HTTP GET message for possible event retransmission and the time period of event buffering shall be longer than the connection retry delay.


Editor’s note: It is FFS to define how the PFDF shall be able to determine that a PFD is successfully provisioned to a PCEF/TDF or not.

Editor’s note: It is FFS how to accurately push the PFD(s), for which the corresponding application identifier is valid, to the PCEF/TDF so that the storage of the PCEF/TDF can be saved and the overload of the PCEF/TDF can be avoided.
