1. Reason for Change
UE IP address can be allocated by CP function or UP function in different scenarios, current definition indicates the support of UE IP address/prefix allocation by the CP function is mandatory and the support of UE IP address/prefix allocation by the UP function is optional, which cannot reflect the real usage. Optional support of UE IP address/prefix allocation by the UP function creates the most common interoperation problems.
This pCR proposes to support the UE IP address in UP function as mandatory too.

2. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 29.820 v0.3.0.

6.X.1	Description
This solution addresses the Key Issue #3 (Interoperability issues caused by multiple options co-existence) and proposes to support of UE IP address/prefix Allocation in UP function as mandatory, by NFs complying with 3GPP Release 17:
-	UE IP address/prefix Allocation in CP function and UP function may be used dependent on the different scenarios, e.g. UE IP address/prefix Allocation in UP function may be used if the UE IP pool is configured in UPF and UE IP address/prefix Allocation in CP function may be used if the UE IP address is obtained from external data network.
-	As defined in 3GPP TS 29.244 [3], the support of UE IP address/prefix allocation by the CP function shall be mandatory and the support of UE IP address/prefix allocation by the UP function is optional, which does not reflect the above usage correctly.

6.X.2	Impacts on services, entities and interfaces
CP function:
-	support of the UE IP address/prefix Allocation in UP function, if not already supported by the CP function.
UP function:
-	support of the UE IP address/prefix Allocation in UP function, if not already supported by the UP function.
