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	Reason for change:
	When invoking discovery, NF consumer may provide preferred-locality parameter and NRF will preferable return the candidates matching the locality, and additionally the NRF MAY return candidates not matching the locality.

When the NF consumer received the candidates, the subsequent logic may depend on whether the candidates not matching the locality are returned or not. e.g. if all candidates (matching and not matching) are returned and cannot fulfill the needs of the service, the NF consumer will fail the service procedure; if only matching candidates are returned, the NF consumer will then subsequently discover without the locality to get the rest of the candidates.

It is recommended that the NRF indicate the NF consumer in the search result whether the candidates not matching the locality are returned or not.
