This solution addresses KI#x.
This solution proposes the definition of a new service, Nsmsf_SMSDelivery, to be exposed by the SMSF in order to enable the delivery of MT SMS to a UE and/or MO SMS Submit Report to the SMSF by only making use of 5GC SBI-based procedures and concepts. In this sense, for the delivery of MT SMS to the UE via the SMSF, the following procedures apply:
· After receiving an MT SMS destined to a UE, the SC/SMS-GMSC interacts with the UDM and/or the HSS/HLR to retrieve the SMS node (e.g. SMSF, MME, MSC, etc.) currently serving the UE. This interaction is out of scope of this solution.
· If the returned SMS serving node is an SMSF, i.e. the UE is connected to 5GC, the SC/SMS-GMSC forwards the MT SMS to the SMSF using this new Nsmsf_ SMSDelivery, via a service operation (cf. example in Figure 6.1-1) that is designed in a similar way to the Namf_Communication_N1N2MessageTransfer service operation exposed by the AMF and specified in 3GPP TS 29.518 [x], which enables the SMSF to send MT SMS to the AMF.
· At reception of the SMS, the SMSF runs the procedure specified in clause 4.13.3.6 (step 4 onwards) of 3GPP TS 23.502 [x] and 3GPP TS 23.040 [x].

For the delivery of an MO SMS Submit report:
· After receiving an MO SMS Submit Report, the SC/SMS-IWMSC relays it to the SMSF serving the UE, as specified in clause 4.13.3.3 (step 5) of 3GPP TS 23.502 [x] and 3GPP TS 23.040 [x].
