It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 29.536 v0.2.0.
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5.4.1	Service Description
The Nnsacf_SliceEventExposure services provide event based notifications to the consumer NF (e.g. to AF via NEF) related to the number of UEs registered to a network slice or/and the number of PDU Sessions established to a network slice.
If due to operator policy and national/regional regulations, NF consumer (i.e. AMF, SMF) has decided to exempt from NSAC the network slices that it has determined to include Emergency, Critical and Priority services (e.g., MCS, MPS), then the related UEs or/and the PDU sessions shall not be considered in the result of the exposure. (See clause 5.15.11 of 3GPP TS 23.501 [2] )
