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1. Introduction

In 3GPP TS 29.501 clause 5.1, the naming conventions are specified for:
- API name
- URI components including
   - Path segment
   - query
- Name in data structure

However there are still occurrences which are not following the naming conventions, in normative text/table and/or in the OpenAPI file. It is then needed to be decided how to handle those misalignments between the specs and naming conventions.

2. Discussion

There are several possible cases of misalignments:

Case#1-1: Normative text/table are following the conventions, while the OpenAPI consistently NOT
A general principle of how to handling "editorial" errors in SBI specs was made from the very beginning, i.e. if there is misalignment between normative text/table and OpenAPI, the normative text/table should be aligned with the OpenAPI so as to avoid compatibility risk. 

Proposed handling for case#1-1: 
-	if the misalignment has been existing since a frozen release, then align the normative text/table with the OpenAPI though it will deviate from naming conventions, and a corresponding NOTE shall be added explaining this is not following naming conventions for sake of backward compatibility wherever the case is found.
-	if the misalignment only exists in the ongoing release, then align the OpenAPI with the normative text/table.

Case#1-2: Normative text/table are following the conventions, while the OpenAPI partly NOT
In this case, since only some of the occurrences of certain name are not following the conventions in the OpenAPI which means there are still some occurrences which are correct. Therefore those misalignment can be easily recognized as simple errors by the implementors. In general to change the attribute name in the OpenAPI will cause compatibility issue, however in this specific case to align the OpenAPI with naming conventions will quite probably NOT lead to compatibility issue from practice perspective.

Proposed handling for case#1-2: To correct the OpenAPI to align with naming conventions

Case#2: OpenAPI is following the conventions, while the normative text/table NOT
This case is simple since the misalignment does not impact the OpenAPI.

Proposed handling for case#2: To correct the normative text/table to align with naming conventions

Case#3: Both normative text/table and OpenAPI are NOT following the conventions

Similar discussion and similar proposal to case#1-1.

3. Proposals

Proposal#1: To discuss and make conclusion on the handling of the misalignment.

Proposal#2: A tool is available on Gitlab which can hunt for deviations from naming conventions (Introduction of the tool will be given during the conference call by Jesus). Each rapporteur of the SBI specs is required to run the tool, if the misalignment is found then submit CR(s) based on the outcome of discussion mentioned in proposal#1.
