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1. Reason for Change
CT4 completed the FS_PortAl work (890002) at CT4#107e in November 2021. CT plenary #94 approved in December 2021 the finalized version of the 3GPP TR 29.941 v17.0.0. CT#94 also has instructed CT4 to move its Annex D away from the TR 29.941 into a new TS 29.xxx.
