The Delete service operation shall be used to delete an individual Baseline DNS Base Pattern previously created in the EASDF.
It is used in the following procedures:
-	DNS Base Pattern management in the EASDF procedure (see clause 6.2.3.4.4 of 3GPP TS 23.548 [14]).

To perform a deletion of the Baseline DNS Base Pattern of a given DNS Base Pattern Id, the NF Service Consumer shall issue an HTTP DELETE request, as shown in Figure 5.3.2.4.1-1.
