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1. Reason for change
Editor's note shall be removed also from clause 6.2.6.3.4, either by adding new generic subscription type, or simply by removing the editor's note.
If we to enable subscription to all the events via a single ContextStatusEventType, then the impact needs to be evaluated. Currently ContextStatusEventType is used by ContextStatusEvent and ContextStatusEventReport data types. A generic ContextStatusEventType will create ambiguity and therefore it looks preferable to simply remove the editor's note from clause 6.2.6.3.4.
