4. 		Discussion
This approach used in the SBI template has the following two drawbacks:
1.  Many SBI specs under both CT4 and CT3 remit already use the same convention as in TS 29.510.
1.  If an NF Producer supports more than one services, the definitions in the data model clause cannot be differentiated. For instance MB-SMF supports two services, Nmbsmf_TMGI and Nmbsmf_MBSSession services, while respective Data Model clauses should read a single service, the NMB-SMF service. This does not contribute to the clarity of the specification.
[bookmark: _GoBack]It looks beneficial to align the guidance in the SBI stage 3 template with the convention used by the actual SBI specs. 
5. 		Proposal
It is proposed to agree CR 29.501 0124 Rel-17 SBI stage 3 template update - Data models in C4-222080 and also CR 29.532 0005 Rel-17 Corrections to Nmbsmf data models in C4-222081.
