The Nnsacf_SliceEventExposure services provide event based notifications to the consumer NF (e.g. to AF via NEF) related to the number of UEs registered to a network slice or the number of PDU Sessions established to a network slice.
If, in accordance with operator policy and national/regional regulations, the NF Service Consumer (i.e. the AMF or the SMF) needs to exempt UEs and/or PDU Sessionsnetwork slices that include emergency, mission critical and/or priority services (e.g. MCXS, MPS) from NSAC, then the NF service consumer may send a request to NSACF and ignore the NSACF response. Therefore, if a UE/PDU session is rejected by NSACF for such sessions then the reports generated by this service may not have counts of those UEs/PDU-Sessions, despite the UEs accessing the corresponding slice(s). Alternatively, the NF Service Consumer (i.e. AMF and the SMF) may not invoke the corresponding NSAC procedure for the exempted UEs and/or PDU SessionsS-NSSAI, i.e. those UEs/PDU Sessions are not counted towards the maximum number of UEs/PDU Sessions (See clause 5.15.11.0 of 3GPP TS 23.501 [2]).
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
