-	GPSI-to-Subscription-Network resolution as defined in 3GPP TS 23.540 [x] clause 5.1.7.

Figure 5.2.2.x.2-1 shows a scenario where the NF service consumer (e.g. SMS-GMSC) sends a request to the UDM to retrieve the target valid node(s) serving the UE to deliver the MT SMS. The request contains the UE's identity (/{ueId}) which shall be a GPSI.


Figure 5.2.2.x.2-1: Requesting UE's SMS Routing Information
1.	The SMS-GMSC sends a POST request (custom method: retrieve-sms-info) to the resource representing the UE's registrations. This may result in sending of Nrouter_SMService_RoutingInfo or Nipsmgw_SMService_RoutingInfo to the SMS Router or IP-SM-GW (see 3GPP TS 23.540 [x]).
2a.	The UDM responds with "200 OK" with the message body containing the UE's SmsRoutingData.
· the UDM shall include the SMSF for 3GPP access and the SMSF for non 3GPP access separately, if both the SMSFs are currently known to be valid for the UE; or
· the UDM shall include the SMS Router routing information, if it is received from the SMS Router; or
· the UDM shall include the IP-SM-GW routing information, if it is received from the IP-SM-GW.
2b.	If there is no valid node for the UE, HTTP status code "404 Not Found" shall be returned including additional error information in the response body (in the "ProblemDetails" element).
On failure, the appropriate HTTP status code indicating the error shall be returned and appropriate additional error information should be returned in the POST response body.
