	This error indicates an unsuccessful MBS session update or release, if the MBS session to be updated or deleted is not found in the MB-SMF.

	UNKNOWN_MBS_SERVICE_AREA
	404 Not Found
	This error indicates an unsuccessful of MBS session update or release, if the requested MBS service area (e.g. identified by the Area Session ID) cannot be found.



So it can be noted that the UNKNOWN_TMGI is used for the creation, update and release procedures that are relevant to MBS session. While an update or delete request is initiated for a specific MBS session, the request body may specify the mbsSessionid with TMGI, so if such TMGI is not found in the MB-SMF, we should return the error indication as UNKNOWN_TMGI. However, the current individual MBS session update and release procedures have no such problem details. 
 
Also for UNKNOWN_MBS_SERVICE_AREA, it is used for the update or release procedures in the table above. While an update or delete request is initiated for a specific MBS session, the request body may contain service area information such as area session ID. The MB-SMF may fail to find such info and return an error 404 NOT Found. However, the ProblemDetails for the UNKNOWN_MBS_SERVICE_AREA is missing in the current update and release procedures.
 
Therefore, it is crucial to complete the ProblemDetails for the update and release procedures.

Further, the cause of UNKNOWN_MBS_SERVICE_AREA error can be either the Area Session ID is not found for a location dependent MBS session or the service area is not found for a local MBS session. Therefore, the description for the UNKNOWN_MBS_SERVICE_AREA is not accurate, There is no need to highlight the MBS Area Session ID and a general MBS service area is enough to cover both the location dependent MBS and local MBS session.
