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The Unsubscribe service operation is invoked by a NF Service Consumer towards the UPF to delete an existing subscription previously created at the UPF.
The NF Service Consumer shall unsubscribe from a subscription by using the HTTP method DELETE with the URI of the individual subscription resource (see clause 6.2.3.3) to be deleted.

1.	The NF Service Consumer shall send a DELETE request to delete an existing subscription resource in the UPF.

2b.	On failure or redirection, one of the HTTP status code listed in Table 6.2.3.3.3.2-3 shall be returned. For a 4xx/5xx response, the message body shall contain a ProblemDetails structure with the "cause" attribute set to one of the application error listed in Table 6.2.3.3.3.2-3.
