	Reason for change:
	Clause 6.10.9.1 in TS 29.500 specifies that "5GC NFs that support indirect communications, SCPs and SEPPs shall support receiving a 307 Temporary Redirect or 308 Permanent Redirect response not including a Location header field". These condition however  will never be met, because currently TS 29.571 specifies the Location header is a mandatory component in a 307/308 redirect response message. In addition, all tables on data structures supported by the response body describe for the RedirectResponse presence requirement of the Location header, which is an incorrect place for such a description. See discussion paper in C4-230368.

NOTE 2 is missing in Table 6.1.3.2.4.2.2-2.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	In all tables, which specify the headers supported by the 307/308 response code, the Location header presence is changed from 'M' to 'C', while the conditions for sending the Location header are also specified. Conditions for not sending the Location header is also added to clause 6.1.10.

The conditions for sending the Location header are removed from the description of the RedirectResponse in all tables on data structures supported by the response body. The matter is clarified in the tables that specify headers supported by the 307 Response Code. 

Also, SEPP is added to table NOTE 2's.
